Robert Pinn joined the first black Ohio regiment of the Union Army in 1864. On April 6, 1865, he
was awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor, the Army’s highest military award for bravery in
combat, for his leadership in the battle of Chaffin’s Farm. He became a lawyer after the war and
was the first African American admitted to the Stark County Bar Association in 1879.
